Day 3: Dambulla/ Trincomalee: 23-11-2023 

▪ After breakfast proceed to Trincomalee to soak up in the warm sunshine while you dip your toes in the warm 

water of the Eastern coastline of Sri Lanka, while relaxing on the golden sandy beaches. (Approx. Travel 

time 02 hours / 110 kms) 

▪ Optional: Lunch 
▪ Enroute visit Fort Frederick & Koneshwaram Temple. 

 

Koneshwaram Temple 

The Koneswaram Temple is one of the Pancha Ishwaram (one of the five abodes of Lord Shiva), thus making it one 

of the most important Hindu temples in the whole country. The temple flourished since its inception, as the many 

kingdoms that came, such as the Anuradhapura Kingdom, Chola Empire, Pandyan Kingdom, and the Jaffna Kingdom 

made sure to protect the place of worship. 

 

Fort Frederick 

Fort Frederick also known as Fort of Trincomalee was originally constructed by the Portuguese in 1624. The 

Koneswaram temple (Temple of Thousand Pillars) were despoiled and was razed to the ground by the Portuguese 

soldiers led by General Don Constantino de Sa de Noronha. After destroying the Hindu temple complex the stones 

and its carved pillars from the foundation were removed to construct the Fort in Trincomalee.

Day 4: Trincomalee/Kandy: 24-11-2023 

• After breakfast travel to hill country, Enroute you will stop at a spice garden where you will experience a 

local cookery demonstration, learning about various herbal plants and ayurvedic treatments for about 15 

minutes (Head and shoulder massage). (Approx. Travel time 03 hour and 30 minutes /165Kms

▪ Check in to the hotel and get greeted with a welcome drink. (Approx. Travel time 01 hour /25Kms 

 

▪ Late evening Visit cultural dance show and Sacred Temple of the Tooth Relic in Kandy experience the 

“Thewawa Ceremony.”    

 

Temple of tooth 

The Temple of the Tooth Relic or ‘Dalada Maligawa’, is a masterpiece of ancient and traditional Kandyan architecture 

in which the Royal Palace complex and the Temple of the Tooth of Buddha are juxtaposed. The complex, situated in 

the heart of the sacred city of Kandy is the icon of its heritage, today the home of the sacred tooth relic of the Buddha 

that determined the capital of the island for centuries, thus a political symbol of power.

The peak can be hiked easily 

without a guide, as there is a marked path that leads you up the mountain, with plenty of signposts to show you the 

way. 

 

Visit the famous Nine Arch Bridge for Sunrise 

Not just for train spotters, Nine Arch Bridge has now become Instagrammer’s favorite. When you see this place for 

the first time, it's easy to see why. The bridge is extremely picturesque and couldn't have been built in a more beautiful 

spot, surrounded by jungle and tea fields.
